Doctrine: Substitution, 2 Corinthians 5:21, John 1:12; 3:16-18; Acts 2:38
Jesus substituted His life for ours on the cross, paying the debt for our sin, but His blood has to be
individually applied to our lives in faith as the blood of the Passover lamb was applied to each door.

1-15  Pilate rules that Jesus is not guilty, but the Jews cry out, "We have no king but Caesar."
16-30 Jesus is crucified and yields up His spirit to the Father fulfilling over 300 prophecies.
31-42 Joseph of Arimathea and Nicodemus take Jesus' body and lay it in Josephy's new tomb.
